A total of 108 Spiritual Life and Volunteer Service pledges have been re-
ceived.  Lists of volunteers for each area of service have been prepared and distributed to the lead-
ers of the various boards and other service groups. 
 
Pledges of financial offerings were of a silent nature this year. Members indicated a weekly or 
monthly amount on their pledge forms, then placed the pledges in an envelope with their names writ-
ten on the envelopes. We plan to return these pledges to each participating member around Easter 
time.
